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Presentation
Keys to Launching the iSupplier Portal
A number of companies have implemented the iSupplier Portal to leverage their investment in the Oracle E-Business Suite. This self service application offers an online view of Purchasing, Payables, and Planning applications for their key partners in the supply chain. This presentation outlines a number of the key challenges that arise during the deployment of the portal functions. Starting with an overview of iSupplier functionality, the topics highlight elements of a successful deployment strategy including methods for supplier user maintenance and known solutions and issues for benefiting from the inquiry and transaction functions, including consignment inventory, based on previous implementations.

Leverage Your Procurement Workflows
A number of companies have implemented the E-Business Suite to support their procurement activities.  Oracle provides workflow technology in this operational area as a vehicle to assist companies with leveraging their investment in the Oracle Applications.  This presentation introduces the workflow processes in the fundamental procure-to-pay transaction cycle and communicates how companies have taken advantage of  common configuration changes that lead to operational efficiencies in the their supply chain operations.

The presentation starts with examples of generating charge accounts via the requisition and purchase order account generator workflow followed by discussions surrounding the use of the standard approval workflows compared to functionality provided by the Approvals Management Engine.   The discussions also focus on the automatic creation of purchasing documents using the PO Create Documents workflow.  Continuing discussions focus on leveraging the Change Order, Confirm Receipts, and Send Notifications processes to introduce process improvements prior to invoice creation.  Lastly, the presentation concludes with and introduction to opportunities to leveraging additional workflows embedded in other industry leading applications including the iSupplier Portal and Sourcing self-service applications.
